CROP CONDITION & CONTINGENCY PLANNING

REPORT ON WEATHER AND CROP CONDITION 

1.
 
Angul District is situated in the semi-arid of the zone of the state. Its high and medium land agricultural activities depend purely on the mercy of the rainfall. The ground water reserve has been depleted considerably due to extensive industrial and mining activities. This year due to abnormal and low rainfall in the Khariff months, there was no water in farmer's field and in the water bodies even. All the tanks and ponds, MIPs and small water reserves are completely devoid of water and it is on the verge of attaining dead storage level due to inadequate & less rainfall during the last year. This district experienced drought situation all over the district last year. This year the agricultural operation work has been hampered in all most all part of the district due to scanty & erratic rainfall during July and August’2011.. The detail block wise rainfall data is as follows:-

2. The characters of the weather and its influence on crop prospects:


The rainfall received during the month of July,2011 is 140.8mm and August,2011(26th August,2011) is 244.38mm as against the normal of 347.7 and 299.84mm respectively which is not sufficient for agricultural operation. Due to continuous dry spell from 24.7.2011 to 31.7.2011 & insufficient rainfall during August’2011 which is the peak period of agricultural operation, the agricultural work has been disrupted and delayed. The details of the agricultural cultivable area is at Annexure-A

Due to sporadic and less rainfall till 23.7.2011 & continuous dry spell from 24.7.2011 to 31.7.2011 and insufficient rainfall till 15th August’2011 the transplantation work and beusaning work is hampered and covered only less than 40% in the district. The details is at annexure-B .The block wise crop condition report submitted by the Deputy Director, Agriculture,Angul is at Annexure-C

FIELD LEVEL WORKERS OF AGRICULTURE DEPARTMENT

Beushaning of paddy delayed :

· Do not practice beushaning in paddy, if the crop is more than 45 days old.

· Weed out the field without waiting for rainfall.

· Go for gap filling using seedling of same age or clonal tillers to have a uniform distribution of plant.

· Strengthen the field bunds and close the holes to check seepage loss.

· With hold Nitrogenous fertilizer application up to receipt of rainfall.


Transplanting of paddy delayed:


Generally in this case paddy seedlings are over aged.

· Seedling up to 45 and 60-75 days old can be transplanted in case of medium and late duration paddy varieties respectively without much reduction in yield.

· Remove the weeds and follow plant protection measures against blast in the nursery.

· Pulverize the main paddy field in day conditions, if it is not ploughed earlier to save time in final seddling. 

· Use tractor/ power tiller for speedy land preparation to cover more area wise less time.

· Follow close transplanting using 5-7 seedling/ hill.

· Apply 50% recommended nitrogen at the time of transplanting.

· Apply life saving irrigation to maintain the nursery seedling in good health.

· Do not top dress nitrogen in nursery.

(2)        SEED REQUIREMENT FOR CONTINGENT  PLAN OF ANGUL DISTRICT 

In order to recoup the loss of the farmers, it is programming to take up Rabi crops in the fallow land. So the following varieties of seed are badly necessary.

BLOCK WISE CROP CONDITION AS ON Dt. 25.08.2011.
1. Angul -  Due to sporadic and scanty rainfall in July and up to 15th August, the beushaning and transplanting has been delayed. More than 65 days old seedling are in the seed bed in almost all part of the Block. Till today only 23% of transplanting has already been completed and 15% of the beushaning has been completed.
2. Banarpal – This Block has also received sporadic and less rainfall in July and up to 15th August. Beushaning in broadcasted paddy and transplanting in transplanted paddy delayed in almost all G.P.s of the Block. Only 22% of transplanted paddy has been transplanted and 18% of the beushaning has been completed.
3. Chhendipada – Beushaning in broadcasted paddy and transplanting in Transplanted paddy delayed. Almost all G.P.s of the Block has been affected in moisture stress like situation. Only 13% of transplanted paddy has been transplanted and 0.09% of the beushaning has been completed.
4. Talcher – Beushaning and Transplanting delayed in almost all G.P.s of the Block. Only 21% of transplanted paddy has been transplanted and 27% of the beushaning has been completed.
5. Kaniha – Crop condition of the Block is same as Talcher Block. The transplanting and  beushaning delayed. Only 51% of transplanted paddy has been transplanted and 43% of the beushaning has been completed.
6. Pallahara –The crop condition is normal in this Block. Coverage 100%.
7. Athamallik – Due to sporadic and scanty rainfall in July, the beushaning and transplanting delayed. But in the 1st and 2nd week of August due to good shower, the condition is progressing. Only 51% of transplanted paddy has been transplanted and 27% of the beushaning has been completed.
8. Kishorenagar -Due to sporadic and scanty rainfall in the July, the operation delayed. But now progressing. Only 65% of transplanted paddy has been transplanted and 59% of the beushaning has been completed.
