MAMATA

The MAMATA Scheme will come into force from Sept’2011 with an aim to enable the mother compensate wage loss and get adequate rest and nutrition during pregnancy.


In this score the following steps have already been taken up by the district administration for effective implementation of the Scheme.

1. The CDPOs, Nutrition Consultant , DPC, PO and the DSWO have already been imparted with necessary training on MAMATA at the state Hqr. on 26th ,27th & 28th July’2011.
2. Similarly the Supervisors have also been trained through video conference on 17th & 18th Aug’2011 in the District OSWAN Conference Hall. 
3. The Guideline in Oriya on MAMATA has already been supplied to the CDPOs, Supervisors, AWWs and ANMs for smooth implementation of the Programme.
4. The AWWs have also been similarly trained up by the CDPO/Supervisors at Sector and Project level meeting in the month of Aug’2011.
5. To facilitate easy transaction of money through on line transfer, the CDPOs have already been supplied with computers with all other accessories to meet the requirement.
6. Engagement of Programme Assistant - Basing on the advertisement made by the W & CD Deptt.  regarding engagement of Programme Assistant is under process. Till date one service provider in the name of Shree Solution & Services, Dhenkanal has been issued with tender form for submitting tender. The last date for submission of tender has been fixed to 29.08.2011 by 5 P.M. The tenderers will drop their tender in the office of Collector. The date and time of opening of tender has been scheduled to be held on 30.08.2011 at 3 P.M. in the office of the Collector. 
7. Mother and Child Protection Card received from Govt., through CDMO have already been supplied to the CDPOs for immediate distribution to all AWWs for registration.
8. Opening of Zero Balance Account of all eligible mothers are under process and wherever the bankers hesitate to open zero balance account, the LDM have been requested to issue necessary instructions to the Bankers to extend necessary cooperation in opening of such account.
9. During the observation of Breast Feeding Week i.e. from 1st Aug to 7th Aug’2011, the mothers as well as the general public have been made aware of the MAMATA scheme through Folk-Art (Palla).
